I 

worry we are losing something 

of great value as Odd Fellows ï 

our Ritual.   As we fall away from our traditions, we can 

lose sight of our moral compass and our vision, as stated 

in our Ritual.  When we come together, stand as a body 

and properly open and close our Lodges, we reaffirm our 

original commitment to work with others to build a better 

world in Friendship, Love and Truth.  Restating these 

promises is essential for us to ensure our actions are in 

harmony with our vision.  Without this reaffirmation, we 

can gradually lose our ñsightò without even noticing it 

until itôs too late.   

   The temptation to cut our Ritual short is great.  While 

from time to time we may be forced to ñshortenò our Rit-

ual, a shortened version of the Ritual is vastly different 

than no Ritual at all.  How can we ensure our actions mir-

ror our obligations if we lose sight of our obligations?   

By restating our vows as we open our meetings, we en-

sure they are the guidelines for any decisions we make as 

a Lodge.  Then, in unity, we rise up as a group and close 

our Lodge meetings with our covenant, the words of the 

Valediction.

If your Lodge has fallen away from the Ritual it can be 

quickly remedied.  The information is all in your Ritual 

books.  If you need additional or updated books, contact 

the Grand Secretary.    If you would like personal help, 

call me (541-754-7323) or email  me at 

gmlykins@gmail.com and I will get to your Lodge as 

quickly as possible or arrange for others who are well 

versed in the ritual to help you.  Or visit another Lodge 

in your area.  The goal is not to punish anyone, but to 

help each other move forward with a shared  recommit-

ment to our vows and our beloved Order.  Letôs stay 

clearly focused on our vision to work together to build a 

better world.

The Degree of Friendship 

   Hello. This month I will be 

discussing the first degree of 

Odd Fellowship, The Degree of 

Friendship. This degree is based 

on the story of King Saulðthe 

first king of Israel, his son Jona-

than, and David, who was just a 

shepherd lad. This story is 

found in the book of I Samuel. It is a story about the love 

and friendship between two very different individuals.  

   King Saul was a disturbed man who had disobeyed God 

and believed he was possessed of an evil spirit. He feared 

he was going mad. Saul had heard of David, a young 

shepherd who played the harp. Saul believed that music 

could drive out evil spirits and so he sent for David.  

David found favor with King Saul and remained for some 

time. During Davidôs stay, Prince Jonathan formed a 

strong liking for the shepherd boy. A friendship began to 

develop. 

   David had to go back and forth to care for his fatherôs 

sheep. One day as he was returning to King Saul, he 

passed the armies of Philistia. He overheard Goliath, a 

giant Philistine soldier, taunting the armies of Israel. He 

challenged them to send a champion to meet him in sin-

gle combat. Goliath hated King Saul and called him 

ñking of slavesò.

United Nations Tour  

   We are asking for high school students and home 

school equivalents from age 16 to 18 on July 1, 2011 to 

send us a 500 word essay on this yearôs (2011) topic, 

which is:   

   ñHow relevant are the original purposes of the United 

Nations in today's world?ò    

   Each student will then present an essay and a com-

pleted and signed Candidate Registration form to their 

area chairman on the above topic, at which time they be-

come delegates.  They will then be expected to give a 5-7 

minutes speech on that same topic.  The local winner will 

be granted an expense paid trip to the East Coast where 

they and other students from around America, Canada, 

and 46 other countries will visit and study the United Na-

tions for one week. The tour may include tours in Wash-

ington DC, Baltimore, Boston, and Ottawa, CA.  Addi-

tional tours may include The Capital Building, Arlington 

Cemetery, Tombs of the Unknowns, Gettysburg, and 

other historical sites as well as the Statue of Liberty, and 

Niagara Falls.  While in New York each student will give 

a 5 minute speech on a topic, and the winner of that 

speech contest will receive a $1500 scholarship.  The 

United Nations Educational Pilgrimage for Youth 

(UNEP) Scholarship program is one of the many commu-

nity projects sponsored by the Odd Fellow and Rebekah 

Lodges.
